Religious Education Curriculum for 2013-2014

During the school year (September-June) we offer formal programs starting at age 4 and continuing through grade 12. Nursery care is provided every Sunday for children ages 1to 3. 

Once a month, usually on the last Sunday of the month, our Director of Religious Education leads Children’s Chapel. This is a group worship service for all grades below Junior High. This fun program is held in Founder’s Hall, or in the library if bad weather drives the adult service into the hall. Classes for all other Sundays are listed below. First Service 9:00

Ages 1-3 yrs: Childcare
Our talented staff will encourage young children to explore the world around them. Melanie Lindberg and Emersen Phillips are both enrolled in college focusing on early childhood development.  They have been with UUFSD for over a year and are amazing caregivers.  Toddlers may be dropped off before service or attend the first part of the service with their families.
Class meets in “Pinecones”, above the upper parking lot.

Pre K & K: Chalice Children

This curriculum introduces children to concepts such as family, holidays, birth and death, marriage, dreams and the natural world using fun activities, rhymes and finger plays.  It is also a wonderful introduction into Unitarian Universalism with a focus on the 7 principles.  Our lead teachers, Sheryl Goto and Liora Gutierrez have been teaching this particular age group for over a decade and are absolutely amazing.  
Class meets in “Footprints”, first classroom up the hill past the administrative office.

Grades 1-3: Picture Book UU

One of our philosophy for this traditionally energy filled classroom is “fun and friendly!”  The curriculum provides teachable moments for all types of learning that will help our children to become religiously mature and encouraged to ask questions about lessons that are regularly presented to them in society.  

Class meets in “Treetops”, second classroom up the hill past the administrative building. 
Grades 4-6: Toolbox of Faith

Toolbox of Faith invites participants to reflect on the qualities of our Unitarian Universalist faith, such as integrity, courage, and love, as tools they can use in living their lives and building their own faith. Each of the sessions uses a tool as a metaphor for an important quality of our faith such as reflection (symbolized by a mirror), flexibility (duct tape), and justice (a flashlight). 
Class meets in the Palmer Library.

Second Service 11:00
Ages 1-4yrs: Childcare

Grades K-6: Quest for the Rainbow Dragon

This Multi-generational class will be going on a journey of discovery every Sunday with our wonderful teacher, Susan Pernia.  The curriculum examines the “dance between story and engagement, between magic and science, between our abstract principles and the way they manifest in real life.”

Class will meet in the Palmer Library.

Grades 6-8: JRUU (Junior High)
Junior High will be taught by the Director of Religious Education, Alison A.L.G.M. Crotty.  A vibrant group of youth, will focus on social action issues through a Unitarian Universalism lens.  They will be leading and helping to organize a large project for the whole of the RE Program at UUFSD as well as traversing the curriculum, “What do you stand for?” 

Class meets in the Montessori Building (ask for directions).

Grades 9-12: YRUU (High School)
Youth will be exploring life and religious issues every week through conversations, conferences, worship sessions, and leadership opportunities. They are led by our YRUU leadership team, and  Cameron Pernia, our dynamic Youth Leader who has been with UUFSD since 2012.  
Class meets in the Cathy Schepps Space (YRUU room), next to the upper parking lot.
